· Ask the Lord to remove misconceptions and awaken hearts to recognize His gentle leadership.
· Invite the Holy Spirit to make His presence real and personal in our daily lives. 
· Pray to resist relying on past spiritual experiences or personal insight, and instead continually depend on the Holy Spirit’s present wisdom, power, and anointing.
· Pray that our church becomes a sanctuary where the Holy Spirit freely moves, teaches, and transforms.

	Theme: The Infilling of the Holy Spirit   -  Living Under His Influence
Embrace a desire to cultivate a deeper relationship with the Holy Spirit and experience His transformative power in our lives. Seek to enhance your sensitivity to the Holy Spirit's leading and influence in your life.
Being filled with the Spirit is an ongoing surrender, not a one-time event. The Spirit-filled life brings joy, peace, power, and a deep awareness of God’s will.
Focus Points:
· Pray for continual infilling of the Holy Spirit in every believer.
· Ask God to fill us anew with His love, wisdom, and spiritual power.
· Pray against spiritual dryness and for hearts to be open to the Spirit’s flow.
· Pray for greater unity and spiritual discernment among believers, that the church may move in one accord under the Spirit’s direction and reflect Christ’s presence in the world.
· Seek a fresh anointing to live victoriously and witness boldly.

	Theme: The Baptism of the Holy Spirit  -  Empowered for Service

Focus Points:
· Pray for this basic and clear understanding and communication that at salvation, the Holy Spirit dwells in you; at baptism of the Spirit comes upon you for equipping and power.
· Pray for believers to desire and receive the baptism of the Holy Spirit.
· Ask for boldness, power, and spiritual gifts to manifest through God’s people, particularly here at NCCOP.
· Pray for a release of revival fire that renews passion for God’s mission.
· Intercede for spiritual renewal and supernatural unity among believers.

	Theme: The Gifts of the Holy Spirit  –  Equipping the Body of Christ
The gifts of the Spirit are divine tools for ministry, meant to edify and build up the Church. When each member functions in their gift, the body of Christ grows in strength and harmony.
Focus Points:
· Pray that every believer recognizes and stirs up their spiritual gifts.
· Ask for wisdom and maturity in using these gifts for God’s glory.
· For those who have been walking, we ask for a renewed dependence on the Spirit, rather than personal experience or our gift.
· Intercede for unity in diversity, that every gift works together in love.
· Pray that our church becomes a powerful vessel of healing, prophecy, service, and encouragement through the Spirit’s gifts.
